This research on "Factors Affecting Local Election Participation of Citizens in Ban
Wa Subdistrict, Bang Pa-in District, Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province" aimed to study

the factors influencing citizens' decisions to vote in local elections, focusing on
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personal factors (gender and age), political participation, and access to election
information. Data was collected through an online questionnaire (Google Form) from
a sample of 316 participants. The findings revealed that gender did not significantly
affect the decision to vote in local elections. The Independent t-test results showed
that the Sig. value for all gender-related factors was greater than 0.05, indicating no
significant statistical difference between males and females in terms of voting
decisions. Regarding age, the One-Way ANOVA test results showed that age did
significantly influence voting decisions. The Sig. values for several factors, such as
election policies (Sig = 0.000), campaign methods (Sig = 0.012), political participation
(Sig = 0.000), and voting behavior (Sig = 0.000), were all below 0.05, indicating significant
differences between age groups. These findings suggest that election policies,
campaign strategies, and political participation have a strong influence on citizens'
decisions to vote, particularly when citizens recognize the importance of elections and
follow political news.

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Abstract

In the digital era, smartphones have become the primary channel for Thai
citizens to access news and information. Advances in technology and the rise of social
media platforms have accelerated and expanded news dissemination, while
simultaneously creating opportunities for the uncontrolled spread of fake news and
disinformation. This article aims to analyze Thai society’s perception of real and fake
news through smartphone usage, employing the theoretical frameworks of agenda-
setting, gatekeeping, and the concept of information disorder proposed by Wardle and
Derakhshan. The findings indicate that Thai news consumption behaviors rely heavily
on social media sources, lack systematic fact-checking prior to sharing, and are
influenced by platform algorithms that generate echo chambers and filter bubbles.
These dynamics contribute to biased perceptions and increase the risk of
misinformation, particularly regarding political and social issues, which may undermine
public trust and long-term social stability. The article proposes several key strategies:
promoting media literacy and digital literacy across all sectors, integrating these
competencies into the national education system, and fostering collaboration among
government agencies, private sectors, online platforms, and civil society. Such
collaborative mechanisms will enhance the effectiveness of news filtering systems and
strengthen society’s resilience against information disorder. Ultimately, these efforts
aim to safeguard political and social security, while equipping citizens with sustainable

skills to critically engage with the challenges of digital media in the twenty-first century.

Abstract

This academic article is part of the research findings from the study entitled
“The Development of Potential in Learning Skills and Outcome Based Education of
Yasothon Buddhist college” Its purposes are to: (1) present the results of the study
and analyze the systemic linkage of seven key factors in outcome-based education
(OBE), namely educational philosophy, educational management, 2 1 *-century
learning, OBE teaching, active learning, assessment and evaluation, and quality
assurance; (2) identify the most influential factors contributing to the success of OBE
implementation; and (3) develop an outcome-based learning manual tailored to the
context of the theological college. The research employed a mixed-methods
approach, collecting data from lecturers, students, and experts through questionnaires,
in-depth interviews, and document analysis. The findings revealed that all seven
factors are interconnected in a systemic manner, which supports the enhancement of
teaching and learning quality in higher education. The three most influential factors
were identified as OBE teaching, active learning, and competency assessment. These
factors serve as critical drivers determining learner quality and competencies. Based
on in-depth analysis, an evidence-based innovation—the outcome-based learning
manual—was developed and proven to be effectively applicable to the context of
Yasothon Buddhist college. This work holds both academic and practical value,
particularly in curriculum development, instructional management, and quality

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Abstract

In the digital age, technological advancements have profoundly impacted all
aspects of society, including law enforcement practices in Thailand. Digital technology
not only enhances the efficiency of investigation, evidence collection, and public order
maintenance, but also raises critical questions concerning civil rights and the role of
law in balancing state authority with individual freedom. The integration of advanced
tools such as intelligent surveillance cameras, facial recognition systems, artificial
intellicence (Al), and big data analytics into policing operations represents a structural
transformation that strengthens law enforcement precision and responsiveness.
However, these technologies must be deployed within a clear legal framework and
grounded in ethical principles, especially concerning the protection of personal data
and privacy rights.

One of the major issues facing Thai policing today is the inadequacy of existing
legal provisions in addressing the challenges posed by new technologies. Current laws
lack comprehensive regulations regarding the collection, processing, and use of
personal data by state authorities, the role of Al in decision-making affecting individual
rights, and transparency in the exercise of police powers. In this context, it is imperative
to develop a specific legal framework for the use of digital technologies in law
enforcement—one that ensures informed consent, data minimization, independent
oversight, and public participation. This article advocates for a systematic
establishment of legal and ethical guidelines for policing in the digital era. Core
principles should include transparency, accountability, and a firm commitment to
human rights. In doing so, technology will not merely serve as an instrument of state

power, but as a force for justice in which the public can place its trust and confidence.

Nevertheless, within the context of the digital technological
era, emerging challenges have surfaced and significantly impacted the application of
these fundamental principles, including the use of Al and LegalTech that may
compromise client confidentiality, online legal advertising that risks breaching
professional conduct, and the integration of digital evidence that may conflict with
standards of accuracy. This article proposes proactive measures to strengthen ethics,
such as modernizing professional regulations, providing continuous training in
technology and ethics, and fostering an organizational culture grounded in morality.
These measures will enable lawyers to adapt effectively while preserving ethical
