Effects of Emotion Regulation Development Program on Problematic

Social Media Use Behaviors of Tenth Grade Students

Abstract

The purposes of this research aimed to compare the effect of the emotion regulation
development program on problematic social media use behaviors. The research samples were
41 tenth grade students studying in the first semester of academic year 2020. There were 21
students for experimental group and 20 students for control group. The research instruments
consisted of the emotion regulation development program and problematic social media use
behaviors questionnaire. There are 3 phases of data collection including pretest, posttest and
follow up test. The data was analyzed employing mean, standard deviation, independent t-
test and one-wat repeated measures ANOVA. The research findings were summarized as
follows: 1) Posttest and follow up scores of problematic social media use behaviors
questionnaire of the experimental group were not significantly different from the pretest score
at level of significance. 2) Posttest and follow up scores of problematic social media use
behaviors questionnaire of the experimental group were not significantly different from those of

control group at level of significance.
