Using Dictation in Classrooms as A Tool to Improve English

Writing: EFL Students of Private Universities

ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study attitudes toward the skills development; Lis-
tening. Reading and Writing of 150 students (the second year) in English subject
of Private Universities. For the quality instructional plans-methods, 7 plans spent
7 weeks, in 21 classes teaching. It consists of 5 teaching methods: 1. Dictation
helps to shorten memory time. Dictionaries help improve listening skills. 3. Dicta-
tion exercises help people. 4. Correcting mistakes from dictation exercises improves
the understanding of the written passage and 5. Examines writing with the correct

words, make learners better understand grammar, spelling, and punctuation issues.

The results of research found that

From the observations and notes, there was concluded that correcting
perceptions of perceived benefits to dictation teaching were at moderate impact
on teaching, writing and listening. Learners show their attitudes toward listening
and writing skills development. In the following order: (1) Dictation exercises
enable the leamers to have skills before the dictation at moderate level, of
60 percentage. (2) Self-written exams help students better understand grammar,
spelling, and punctuation issues were at moderate levels, of 55 percentage, and
(3) other activities, such as correcting mistakes from dictation exercises, to better
understand the written content. Some opinion in the way was not confident or
accounted for 45 percentage. But students think that they need to learn writing
in combination with dictation by using various activities together or with authentic

materials.
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
