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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the organizational atmosphere of the
secondary schools in Suphanburi Secondary Educational Service Area Office 9. The 6
atmospheres were including bright or open atmosphere, free atmosphere, controlled
atmosphere, intimate atmosphere, combine power atmosphere, and slugsish or closed
atmosphere. This research was quantitative research. The samples used in the research
were secondary school teachers. The sample consisted of 248 students randomly sampled
by the simple random sampling method. The instruments used in this study were five-level
questionnaire. Analyzed data by social and science program. Statistics used in data analysis

were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The research found that organizational of secondary schools in Suphanburi province
under Suphanburi Secondary Education Service Area Office 9, in overall picture, was at a
good level (i = 3.96). When considered individually, it was found that the highest mean
value was the controlled atmosphere (X = 4.08), followed by the intimate atmosphere (
X = 4.02), the sluggish or closed (i = 4.02), combine power atmosphere (i = 3.98), and
bright or open atmosphere (X = 3.89). The lowest mean was the independent atmosphere
(iz 3.76). The result of this research revealed that the independent atmosphere in the
secondary schools in Suphanburi province under Suphanburi Secondary Education Service

Area Office 9 should be improved.
