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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the level of flexibility and adaptability of
mathayom suksa three students under khon kaen primary educational service area office 5 and 2) to
examine the construct validity of flexibility and adaptability measurement model of mathayom suksa
three students under khon kaen primary educational service area office 5. The sample used in this
study was the students in  mathayom suksa three, which are educational
opportunity expansion schools under khon kaen primary educational service area office 5, the office
of the basic education commission, the academic year 2018. The sample size consisted of 276 students
using the purposive sampling method. The instrument for this research is the flexibility and
adaptability questionnaire of mathayom suksa three students. Data were analyzed using descriptive
statistics and structural validity analysis with confirmatory factor analysis (CFA).

The result of the research shows that the mathayom suksa three students under khon kaen
primary educational service area office 5 were flexible and adaptable at a moderate level. The
flexibility and adaptability measurement model was well fitted with the empirical data, with
