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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research article were 1) to study the academic affairs
administration of early childhood school administrators under Mahasarakham Elementary
Educational Service Area Office 2, 2) to compare the academic affairs administration of
early childhood classified by gender, age, work experience and school size, 3) to survey
the suggestions and recommendations related to the academic affairs administration of
early childhood and, 4) to find out the guidelines for the academic affairs administration
of early childhood of the said schools. Samples were the administrators and teachers,
totally 226 in number the tool for collecting the data was the questionnaire and
interview. The statistical devices consisted of frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation. The hypothesis was tested with t-test, and F-test(One-way ANOVA).

The research results were as follows: 1) The academic affairs administration of
early childhood school administrators under the Mahasarakham Elementary Educational

Service Area Office 2, both in overall and individual aspects, was found to be at the
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‘MUCH’ level. 2) The comparison of the academic affairs administration of early childhood
school administrators classified by gender, age, work experience and school size, was found
that the difference in age, work experience and school size showed no difference in both
overall and individual aspects, except for the gender that featured the statistically significant
difference at .05. 3) The suggestions and recommendations proposed by the respondents
were as follows: (1) The learning experience provided should be integrated with morality,
ethics and desirable traits. (2) The design of activities to develop physical health should take
into account the variety of the children's age. (3) The learning experience arranged should
allow children to learn from the real situation and take action by themselves. 4)The
guidelines for the academic affairs administration of early childhood of the said schools
as acquired from the in-depth interview of 5 administrators were as follows: (1)The
school might be promoted and to give understanding the early childhood education
curriculum B.E.2560 (2) The school might be offered Learning experience with children’s
psychology, brain function, age, maturity, and growth levels in order for every child to be
developed to his full potential. (3) The school might be keep on promoting production,
provision and development of learning media, equipment, innovation and technology for
teachers, staff members and related persons. (4) The school might be hold a regular
meeting for the administrators, teachers, staff members and related persons to prescribe
the supervision calendar or an appropriate, regular and concrete supervision and monitoring
plans. (5) The school should have systematically plan, measure, evaluate and report the

early childhood education performances.
