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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research wereto1) study administrative competencies
based on the four sublime states of mind of school administrators under the secondary
educational service area office Roi Et, 2) compare administrative competencies based
on the four sublime states of mind of school administrators under the secondary
educational service area office Roi Et, 3) recommendations and guidelines for
development of administrative competencies based on the four sublime states of
mind of school administrators under the secondary educational service area office
Roi Et. The sample group in this research was 330 teachers and the target group was
5 school administrators for interviewing. The research instrument was a scale
questionnaire and an in-depth interview. The statistics used in this research were
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The statistics used to test the
hypothesis were t-test (Independent Samples) and F-test (One-Way ANOVA).

The results of the study found as follows; 1. Administrative competencies
based on the four sublime states of mind of school administrators under the
secondary educational service area office Roi Et according to the opinions of
teachers, overall was at a high level. 2.The results of the comparison of the teachers'
opinions on administrative competencies based on the four sublime states of mind
of school administrators under the secondary educational service area office Roi Et,
classified by educational level. It was found that by overall and each aspect was a
statistically significant difference at the .05 level which was consistent with the
hypothesis set. Except for communication and motivation, there was no difference.
Classified by the different work experiences, found that by overall and each aspect
was no different which was inconsistent with the hypothesis set and classified
according to the difference of school sizes. It was found that by overall and in each
aspect, there difference was statistically significant at the .01 level, which was
consistent with the hypothesis set. 3. Suggestions and guidelines for development on

administrative competencies based on the four sublime states of mind of school
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administrators under the secondary educational service area office Roi Et were as
follows: 1) The school administrators need to develop students' academic performance
as a priority. 2)The school administrators should use innovations for using in various
aspects to achieve goals. 3) The School administrators must be able to analyze
current problems in the field of education or learning management, and should find
the Systematic problem solving method. 4) The school administrators need to have
principles of Buddhist morality to apply in administration. All administrators should

adhere to the four sublime states of mind as the principle of mind for effective work.
