The objectives of this research were to (1) study the political savvy, political
ideology and participation of people in the lower Northeast. 2) to study the correlation
between variables political savvy, political ideology and participation. 3) to explain and
forecast on political savvy, political ideology and participation of people in the lower
Northeast.The samples were 311 members using Taro Yamane's formula who were entitled
to vote in the Electoralin Ubonratchathanee, Yasothorn, Roi-Et, and Srisaketprovince.The
researcher of a questionnaire. The statistics are frequency, percentage, means, standard
deviation and variance analysis.

The results show that the political savvy, political ideology and participation of
people in the lower Northeast was at the middle leveland the normality of the data was
at the middle level, only some components that an unusual average, such as extremist
ideology or conservative groups. or election campaign and the activities of the people's
controversy of political participation variables, Variables of the political savvy, political
ideology and participation was a statistically significant correlation in the same direction
at the 0.01 level of significance with r values between .616-.694. and the political savvy
with the elementsof confidence and the abilities in each person was statistically
significant at the .05 level on political participation. With a correlation coefficient at 38%

(Sig. 000, Std error .43) and independent group. In according to the Durbin-Watson value
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of not more than 2.50 with a value of 1.40, moreoverin each of elements could predict
overall at 17.0 percent of reliability, and 49 percent of individual abilities, the elements
of political ideology by extremist, argumentative, and liberal could to predict overall
people political participation with .005 level of significance.Especially, the most
predictable variance was extremist at 33 percent (Sig.
