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ABSTRACT

This article aims to study the principles of friendship in Theravada Buddhist
philosophy. The study found that; Friends or Allies, according to the view of Theravada
Buddhist philosophy included of eight characteristics are characterized by character and
goal for fellowships of individual friends. The 8 types of friends divided into 2 groups: divided
into 4 characteristics each. Group 1 is as follows: 1) a stripper 2) a boaster 3) a flatterer
4) a personwho leads a friend in a bad way. In part of Group 2 is as follows: 1)a friend
who provides assistance 2) a friend who always shares sorrow and happiness 3) a friend
who recommends benefit, and 4) anaffectionate friend.These two groupsof friends have
different characters and goals for fellowships of Individual friends.The first group had a
bad habitand had their own benefits as the main goal for fellowships of individual
friends.This group of Theravada Buddhist Philosophy said that theyshould not be supposed
to be friends as it will suffer themselves and their families. As for the second group, is a
person with good habits.It is always with love and sincerity for friends and focusing on
the interests of friends more than themselves. The second group is a true friend that
should be as a friend to share sorrow and happiness because it will bring only happiness

and prosperity to those who associate with true friends.
