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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research article were 1) to study the level of elements
of political awareness, political trolling and how is the political participation of Thai
youths?, 2) to study the relationship between political perception political trolling
and political participation politicians have learned The samples used in this research
were youth groups studying in the lower and upper secondary schools in Ubon
Ratchathani Province. Amnat Charoen Sisaket and Yasothon consisted of 370 people.
The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation. relationship
analysis and multiple regression analysis.

The research results were as follows: 1. Political awareness political trolling and
political participation Overall, it was at a moderate level. The variable with the
highest mean was political perception, followed by political persuasion and the least
is political participation. 2. Political awareness political trolling and political participation
there was a statistically significant correlation in the same direction at the .01 level,
at a low level, with r-value between .438 - .550. 3. Influence of factors that can predict
political perception political trolling and political participation of Thai youths Contains
distributed trust specific trust Internal perception, peer group and social media use

There is an F test result of 165.963 (Sig. 001) or the predictive coefficients for each
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variable are .286, .284, .188, .089 and .105. In addition, all variables had moderate
forecasting power with a value of R2 = .695, but had an error level of .39, or had forecast
reliability of .691, or had a moderate forecasting power. 4. Political participation of
the new generation of youth is due to 1) voluntary public activities 2) monitoring the
impact of political influence 3) the emergence of political ideas this may be a
consequence of listening to ideas or political ideals 4) the speed of communication

in online society 5) internal knowledge 6) individual admiration 7) group of friends.
