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ABSTRACT
This research article aimed: 1) to study the anxiety of speaking English of the

students in English for Communication Program, Northeastern University, Khon Kaen
province, 2) to study the factors affecting the anxiety of speaking English of the
students in English for Communication Program, Northeastern University, Khon Kaen
province and 3) to study the guidelines for the development of speaking English of
the students in English for Communication Program, Northeastern University, Khon
Kaen province. The author used mixed methodology: qualitative and quantitative
research. The quantitative research applied the frequency and percentage to demonstrate
the answers of the informants. The analytical results were presented in mean,
standard deviation, and multiple linear regression analysis by selection included the
discussion and description from the data selection and classification. The data were
classified systematically with references, and were analyzed before reporting in
accordance with the research objectives.

The research results were found that: 1. the overall anxiety of speaking English of
the students in English for Communication Program, Northeastern University, Khon Kaen
province, was at a moderate level. 2. The overall factors affecting the anxiety of speaking
English of the students in English for Communication Program, Northeastern University,
Khon Kaen province, significantly were students and classroom. The coefficient of

forecasting the performance prediction of the two variables was (b) .205 and .200,
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respectively. 3. The guidelines for the development of speaking English of the
students in English for Communication Program, Northeastern University, Khon Kaen
province, required practicing English writing through daily journals in order to be
familiar with the language, as well as drawing and describing imaginary stories.
Moreover, the speaking for communication must be added with efficiency by
regarding grammar or structure for socialization; for example, the use of words and
sentence creations, the use of structure to communicate, etc. Communication is very
important and needs the effort of communication practices that would lead to

effective communication for graduates nowadays.
