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ABSTRACT

Research on Forn Mae Bot Isan. From the main posture oflsan folk dance to
the process of artificial dance. The objectives were 1) to research the origins and
composition of the Forn Mae Bot Isan, 2) to study the meaning and process of the
Fond Mae Bot Isan, and 3) to study the method of creating an artificial dance that is
created from the Fond Mae Bot Isan posture. This is qualitative research. The researcher
has used the study method from the documents and related research. From the
interview observation and group discussion, the information was synthesized and
analyzed as intended. The content is divided into 3 main issues as follows: The
research tools are an interview with four professional folk performers, one folk
musician, and six creative folk performers. Field data is obtained from observations
and interviews. and present the results of the research using descriptive and
analytical methods.

The results showed that Forn Mae Bot Isan posture has been studied,
researched, compiled, and divided into categories by Chaweewan Phanthu(Damnoen),
National Artist Performing Arts (Mo Lam), Ajarn Thongchan Sangkamanee, Ajarn
Thongkham Thaikla, and Ajarn Songsak Pratumsin, National Artist Performing Arts
(Folk music). In 1982, Roi Et College of Dramatic Arts had a policy of collecting the
dances of Isan people from various things, including animal movements, from nature,
from gestures according to their way of life, and from the local literature. A total of
48 postures were made into the standard Fond Mae Bot Isan for teaching and
learning in folk dances. The Forn Mae Bot Isanhas important elements which is the

dance posture, lyrics, music, and costumes. This can be used as a guideline for the
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creation of Isan folk dances by means of 1) interpretation and interpretation by
having to understand the concept and style of the performance. 2) By choosing a
Fond Mae Bot Isan posture that conveys meaning to the song, such as Tha Ka Tak Peak.
3) Relationship building through welding and creative poses utilizing dance moves that can
change the position. In summary, the Forn Mae Bot Isan process is the main posture
that can be used as a guideline for creating an artificial dance. but must aware of the
meaning of the posture and choose to use it in relation to the welding posture and

the creative posture in order to create the aesthetics of the performance.
