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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research 1) to study the condition of academic
administration and the effectiveness of educational institutions 2) to find the
relationship between academic administration and the effectiveness of educational
institutions3) to study the recommendations on the effectiveness of educational
institutions under the Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office 1. The sample
group consisted of 341 administrators and teachers. The instrument used in the
research was questionnaire. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and Correlation Analysis. Pearson’s correlation coefficient analysis
(PPMCC: the Pearson product-moment correlation coefficient) was used in this
research.

The results showed that 1. Academic administration conditions of schools
under the Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, the overall was at a high
level, the aspect with the highest average was academic coordination (Xs), followed
by academic planning (X;), and the lowest average was organizing people for academic
staffing (X3).2. The overall level of effectiveness of the educational institution under
the Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 was at a high level. The highest
average aspect was the ability to develop educational institutions (Y4), followed by the
ability to solve problems within an educational institutions (Ys), and the aspect with
the lowest average was the desirable characteristics (Y,).3. The correlation between
academic administration and the effectiveness of educational institutions as a whole
(r=0.85) and each aspect was positively correlated at the .01 level, and the pair with
the highest level of correlation (r=0.84) was academic administration, in terms of academic

budget (X7), and the effectiveness of educational institutions: academic competence (Y1),
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followed by the most related pair (r=0.83) was academic administration in terms of
reporting of academic work (X¢)and the effectiveness of educational institutions: ability
to solve problems within educations institutions (Ys), and the lowest correlation
(r=0.55) was academic administration; administration/ordering in academic work (Xq)
and the effectiveness of educational institutions: desirable characteristics (Y»), related.
in a statistically significant positive at .01.4. Recommendations on the effectiveness of
educational institutions under the Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office 1
found that educational institutions should develop curricula, teaching materials,
together with regular and continuous learning activities, this will generate the student's
achievement to be developed to a higher level as well. School administrators should
have ability to give advice on solutions to problems in academic administration with
teachers and personnel within the educational institutions, should be reviewed and
gathered basic information to prepare a budget planner in accordance with the Annual
strategies acting plans for as to be able to spend the budget in accordance with the

needs and requirements of schools more efficiently.
