The objective of this study were to: 1) study the condition on Participatory
administration of Student affairs based on Four Sublime States of Mind of
opportunity expanding school under Sisaket Primary Educational Service Area Office 2
2) compare the Participatory administration of Student affairs based on Four Sublime
States of Mind of opportunity expanding school under Sisaket Primary Educational
Service Area Office 2, classified by gender, education background experience, and
school size were different 3) Participatory administration of Student affairs based on
Four Sublime States of Mind of opportunity expanding school under Sisaket Primary
Educational Service Area Office 2. The sample group consisted of 234 of
administrators, teachers, and educational personnel. The instrument used in the
research was a 5-level estimation scale questionnaire with I0C values between 0.67 -
1.00, confidence in the whole issue of 0.94, and Semi-structured interview. The
statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation, t-test and
One-way ANOVA.

The results showed thatl. The level of Participatory administration of
Student affairs based on Four Sublime States of Mind of opportunity expanding
school under Sisaket Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, overall, it was at a
high level. The aspect with the highest average was Student service, followed by
Student administration, Student activities and the aspect with the lowest was
Guidance. 2. The result of the comparison on the level of opinion towards Participatory
administration of Student affairs based on Four Sublime States of Mind of opportunity
expanding school under Sisaket Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, classified
by gender, student activities. There was a statistically significant difference at the .05
level, and classified by School size, Guidance, and the student activities were
significantly different at the .05 level, other than that they were not different. 3.
Summary or recommendations and guidelines for Participatory administration of

Student affairs based on Four Sublime States of Mind found that schools should
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promote democracy in schools, promote and develop students to have discipline,
morality, ethics, executed the student support system, and assessment of students

affairs performance.
