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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study on the management based
on the Principles of Good governance of school administrators under Kalasin Provincial
administrative organization 2) compare the administrators and teachers’ opinions
towards the administration based on the principles of good governance of school
administrators under Kalasin Provincial Administrative Organization, classified by
gender, educational level and work experience 3) collect recommendations on the
management based on the principles of good governance of the school administrators
under the Kalasin Provincial administrative organization. The sample group used in the
research consisted of 196 people. The instrument used to collect data was a
questionnaire. The estimation scale was 5 levels and the confidence value was 0.98.
The statistics used in the data analysis were: frequency, percentage, mean (X), and
standard deviation (S.D.). The statistic used to verify were the hypothesis, t-test andF-
test (One-way ANOVA)

The results of research found that: 1. Management based on the good
governance of the school administrators under the Kalasin Provincial administrative
organization according to the opinions of respondents. Overall, they were at the
highest level, in order from the highest to lowest were: decentralization principles
which was the most value, followed by responsibility principles of efficiency, rules of
law, principle of response Effectiveness transparency principles, principle of
participations, the main focus was on consensus, and equality principle 2. Compare
the administrators and teachers’ opinions towards management based on to the
principles of good governance of the school administrators under Kalasin Provincial
Administrative Organization, classified by g¢ender, educational level, and work
experience were no different 3. Recommendations for administrations based on
principles of good government school administrators under the Kalasin Provincial
administrative organization: the school administration should have an annual action
plan consistent with the community context, schools, stakeholders involved in
expressing opinions, efficient use of resources, setting clear goal, follow and respect

the rules for the well-being of the participants, roles and responsibilities were
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distributed, performance of duties assigned, an inspection of the performance of duties

and the consequences of the performing duties.
