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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the management of the
student support system according to the Brahma Vihara 4 Principle of schools under
the Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office 2; 2) to compare the opinions on
the management of the student support system according to the Brahma Vihara 4
Principle of schools under the Office of Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area 2,
classified by gender, educational background and work experience; 3) to collect
recommendations and guidelines for the management of the student support system
according to the Brahma Vihara 4 Principle of schools in under the Office of Roi Et
Elementary Education Area 2. The sample groups were 335 school administrators,
advisors, and class teachers. The instrument used in the research was a 5-level
estimation scale questionnaire with IOC values between 0.67 - 1.00 and confidence
in the whole issue of 0.98. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean and
standard deviation. The t-test statistic and the one-way analysis of variance F-test
(One-Way ANOVA) were also applied.

The results showed that 1. The overall level of the management of the
student support system according to the Brahma Vihara 4 Principle of schools under
the Office of Roi Et Elementary Education Service Area 2 was at a high level. The
aspect with the highest average was Equanimity (Ubekka), followed by student
promotion and Joy with others (Mudita), while the aspect with the lowest average
was Compassion (Karuna). 2. The overall results of the comparison of opinion levels
towards the management of the student support system according to the Brahma
Vihara 4 Principle of schools under the Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office
2, classified by gender, position, educational level, and work experience, had no
different. 3. Recommendations for the management of student support system
according to Brahma Vihara 4 Principle can be concluded that educational institutions
should have a record of the use of accumulated registrations. Identification of groups
of students who are at risk in many ways should be recorded, as well as factors for
separating groups of students who are at risk in many factors. There should be an
organization of activities to promote and develop students to instill morals continuously.

They should also provide basic counseling to high-risk students thoroughly with a follow
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up and evaluation on the results of the report. The results will be useful in conducting

activities, training, and developing students and teachers for further development.
