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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the current and desirable
conditions of academic administration according to three principles of panna
educational institute administrators under Roi Et Provincial Administrative Organization
2) to study the necessity of academic administration according to three principles of
panna of educational institute administrators under Roi Et Provincial Administrative
Organization and 3) to study the guidelines for academic administration according to
Principal of Wisdom 3 of the school administrators under Roi Et Provincial
Administrative Organization. The sample consisted of 92 school administrators and
teachers. The research instruments were a 5-level estimation scale, confidence
values for the whole issue of 0.98, and a semi-structured interview. The statistics
used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and assessed needs by
PNImodified-

The results showed that: 1. Overall current condition in academic administration
according to three principles of panna of educational institute administrators under
Roi Et Provincial Administrative Organization was at a moderate level. The aspect
with the highest average was the curriculum development for educational
institutions, followed by the development of the learning process. For the overall
desirable condition in academic administration according to three principles of panna
of the administrators of educational institutes under Roi Et Provincial Administrative
Organization, it was at a high level. The aspect with the highest average was learning
process development, followed by educational curriculum development. 2. According to
the necessity of academic administration in regard of three principles of panna of the
administrators of educational institutions under Roi Et Provincial Administrative
Organization in each aspect, the curriculum development of educational institutions

had the highest priority index value of necessary needs, followed by development of
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learning processes, development of innovative media and educational technologies,
development of quality assurance systems, measurement and evaluation, research
for improving the quality of classroom research education. 3.Guidelines for academic
administration according to three principles of panna of educational institute
administrators under Roi Et Provincial Administrative Organization by interviewing
educational institution administrators found that schools should create concrete
contexts for academic excellence in educational institutions, measure and assess
learning outcomes consistent with and cover learning standards including indicators
based on subject-learning defined in the curriculum. There should be a supervision
and a monitor of policies, activities and missions in accordance with the specified
details on a regular basis for systematically improvement according to the

established schemes.
