life both overall and in each aspect were not different. 3. The results of the study on

more comfortable mattress, adequate fans, quality cabinets, beds, and renovate the
resident area 3.2 Food and nutrition: food taste should be improved sufficient

There is an F test result of 165.963 (Sig. 001) or the predictive coefficients for each
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variable are .286, .284, .188, .089 and .105. In addition, all variables had moderate
forecasting power with a value of R2 = .695, but had an error level of .39, or had forecast
reliability of .691, or had a moderate forecasting power. 4. Political participation of
the new generation of youth is due to 1) voluntary public activities 2) monitoring the
impact of political influence 3) the emergence of political ideas this may be a

After the class, the
mean was at the 17.05 standard deviation level, equal to 2.01 and the percentage
value was 85.2, indicating that the learning achievement after lesson was higher than
before, and they passed the criteria of 60 percent, and 3. the students had the
highest level of satisfaction with the video media for improving English grammar
skills. The mean total result was 4.63. It was concluded that the students were

solving problems and implement strategies on a total average was 17.11 from a full

score of 24, representing 71.29%, which is higher than the specified criteria, and
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stepd: providing feedback obtained by following a strategy during problem solving on
a total average was 13.00 from a full score of 24, representing 54.17%, which was
lower than the specified criteria. Nevertheless, when combining the four steps, the

average was 81.37%, which met the specified criteria.
