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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the level of school administration
efficiency of school administrators, schools in Nakhon Pathom Primary Educational Service
Area Office 1 and 2) to compare the school administration efficiency of school administrators,
schools, primary education area offices Nakhon Pathom Education Region 1, classified by
personal status, is the position and level of education. This research is a quantitative
research. The sample group consisted of administrators and teachers. The sample size
was determined by opening the table to find the size of the sample group of Crescie and
Morgan. The research instruments were questionnaires with a rating scale of 5 researchers.
Analysis of data by computer program the statistics used in the research were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test. One-way analysis of variance (One
Way ANOVA) in case of significant differences the chart will check the differences in pairs
by using the formula based on Least Significant Difference (LSD) to compare the population mean.

The results of the research were as follows:

1) The school administration efficiency of school administrators in Nakhon
Pathom Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 was overall at a high level (X = 3.69).
Which has a high level of management efficiency the highest mean is motivation followed
by decision making, targeting, leadership, interaction and influence. On performance and
training goals, control and areas with high level of efficiency management, the lowest
mean is communication.

2) The results of comparison of administrators and teachers with different
positions and levels of education were found that the efficiency of school administration
of school administrators in Nakhon Pathom Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 was
not different. The results of this research revealed that the school administration
efficiency of school administrators in Nakhon Pathom Primary Educational Service Area
Office 1 was at a high level in all aspects. Which is an example for other school
administration to follow And the research results, the school administration efficiency of
the administrators in communication is low, not satisfactory Administrators need to know
and understand the immediate problems of personnel and should speak to consult with

personnel. To bring the information to be developed further.
