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Abstract

The purpose of this research was 1) to study The Internal Supervisory Roles of
School Administrators in Primary Schools Unders Nakhonpathom Primary Educational
Service Area Office 1 in 6 areas: human relations As a leader In organizing and suggestion
on in-house operation The selection and utilization of personnel The morale creation and
encouragement of teachers And personnel development 2) compare The Internal
Supervisory Roles of School Administrators in Primary Schools Unders Nakhonpathom
Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 working experience And the size of educational
institutions of school administrators and teachers. This research is a quantitative research.
The sample group used in the research was the Administrators in Primary Schools Unders
Nakhonpathom Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, 310 persons by random
sampling. The research instrument was a 5 level rating scale questionnaire. The statistics
used in data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results of the research were as follows:-

1) The Internal Supervisory Roles of Schools Administrators in Primary Schools Unders
Nakhonpathom Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 At a high level (X =4.49) when
considered in each aspect, it was found that the aspect with the practice of school
administrators at the highest level The highest mean was the selection and utilization of
personnel (X =4.65), followed by personnel development (X =4.61), the morale of
teachers (X =4.60), the aspects of the school administrators The highest level is in the
position of leader (X =4.44) in terms of organizing and operating in the agency (X =4.32)
and the aspect with the practice of high level school administrators. The lowest mean is
human relations (X = 4.31),

2) The comparison of The Internal Supervisory Roles of Administrators in Primary
Schools Unders Nakhonpathom Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 of the respondents
according to their positions working experience and the size of educational institutions
are different. It is found that the overall internal supervision role of school administrators
is significantly different at the level of 0.05%. When considered in each aspect, it was
found that in organizing and operating in the agency not different But human relations as
a leader Selection and utilization The morale of teachers Personnel development with
significant differences at the level of 0.05 The results of this research showed that The

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Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, at a high and highest level able to be a model
for other school administrators to use as a guideline to improve and develop internal

supervision of their own schools to be more suitable.
