2) Set a model leadership of school leaders a turning era, the informant
group in focus group of 9 experts, and the Group of informants in the suitability
assessment 30 School administrators, by purposive sampling. tools used in data
collection including, the current condition questionnaire has a reliability value of 0.88.
the desired condition questionnaire has a reliability value of 0.89., interview form,
Focus Group Discussion issue and suitability questionnaire. and satisfaction
questionnaire. statistics used in data analysis are percentage. average and standard
deviation and priority needs index.

The results were as follows: 1) Current condition at medium level, desirable
condition at the highest level, and the number one need defining the school’s mission.
2) A model development instructional leadership of school leaders a turning era,
consists of 5 parts: part 1 principles and objectives, part 2 procedure, part 3
development guidelines, part 4 assessment guidelines, and part 5 success conditions.
