ABSTRACT

This article aims to present Feminist Theory as a critical framework that
centers women lived experiences and highlights the deep-rooted gender oppression
and inequalities embedded within both personal spheres and broader socio-political
structures. The discussion traces the historical development of feminist thought across
four major waves, outlining the key characteristics, central ideas, and social movements of
each period. It also examines various strands of feminist scholarship including liberal,
Marxist, socialist, radical, psychoanalytic, cultural, ecofeminist, and postmodern
approaches with particular attention to the Thai context, where binary gender norms,
authoritarianism, and patriarchal ideology remain influential. Feminist theory, therefore,
is not merely an academic lens but a transformative movement that legitimizes
women’s experiences as new forms of social knowledge capable of driving change
toward equality and justice. The study’s findings indicate that: (1) literature is not only
an art form but also a site where gendered power is produced and sustained;
(2) feminism reconstructs knowledge that has been historically marginalized;
(3) feminist literary criticism restores women’s voices within literary spaces; (4) the
evolution of the four feminist waves reflects a shift from rights-based struggles to
identity politics; (5) the Thai context reveals unique challenges rooted in patriarchal
cultural structures; and (6) feminist reading is fundamentally a reading of power, aimed

at challenging dominant ideologies and reclaiming agency for women.
